1 Rules  

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of US 

SAILING, the rules of the Club 420 Association and this Notice Of Race, except as any of these 

are changed by the Sailing Instructions or any appendices to the Sailing Instructions. 

1.2 The organizing authority is the Brant Beach Yacht Club in conjunction with the Brant Beach 

Sailing Foundation and the Club 420 Association. 

2 Language  

The official language for this regatta will be English. 

3 Boats and Equipment  

Bring your own boat. The OA may conduct inspection for conformity of boats to the Class 

Rules. 

4 Eligibility and Entry 

The regatta is open to any registered member of the Club 420. Membership available at the Club

5 Risk  

It is the competitor's decision to enter the regatta and to start or continue any race. The 

competitors are ultimately responsible for the risks. The competitor will accept full responsibility 

for all his/her actions during any activity related to the event.

6.1 The Race Committee will attempt to sail as many races as possible for this event. The 

number of races held each day will be at the discretion of the race committee.  One race will 

constitute a regatta. 

6.2 No warning signal will be made after 16:00 on the final day of the regatta. 

7 Registration  

Competitors should register in advance by completing online registration. Online registration is

8 Fees  

8.1 The entry fee is 165 US. Late fees will be charged  for late registrants and for walk-ins. Late 

Registration penalties are as follows: (paid online registration or forms received in office after 

October 1st , 2016 at 1700 will incur a penalty of $25 per boat, after October 7th, $50.00 per boat.  



8.2 The entry fee includes two days of breakfasts, make your own lunches, and fresh water for 

the competitors during each race day, parent refreshments,  Friday night through Sunday, and 

Barbecue on last day of racing, T-Shirt, and trophies. 

9 Sailing Instructions  

The sailing instructions will be available during on-site registration. 

10 Courses & Racing Area  

10.1 Courses will be described in the sailing instructions. 

10.2 The racing area will be on Little Egg Harbor Bay west of BBYC. 

11 Scoring 

11.1 Scoring will be as provided in RRS 90.3. 

11.2A boat’s worst score will be discarded when 6 or more races are completed in her fleet. 

12 Awards  

Trophies will be awarded to the Top Five Teams, Top All Female Team and Top All Youth 

Team (both skipper and crew are 16 or under the entire 2016 year).
